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Strengthening Medicare – General Practice (GP) Grants Program
Overview 

Background and purpose of this program

The Australian Government is investing $220 million in grants, over two years from 2022-23 to 2023-24, through the Strengthening Medicare – GP Grants Program (the 

Program), to support general practices. A one-off grant of either $25,000, $35,000 or $50,000 will be available to each participating general practice.

The purpose of this program is to provide funding to general practices to expand patient access and support safe, and accessible, quality primary care.

An open and operating general practice as per the RACGP definition for the purposes of 

practice accreditation against the Standards for General Practice, that meets all the following 

three core criteria:

A. the practice operates within the model of general practice described in the RACGP’s 

definition of general practice.

B. general practitioner (GP) services are predominantly of a general practice nature

C. the practice is capable of meeting all mandatory indicators in the RACGP Standards for 

General Practice (5th Edition).
